· Circulating RN: If changes requested, confirm and document change in “dot” box

2. ( PROCEDURE/EQUIPMENT PROBLEMS

· Circulating RN: Does anything need to be addressed?
· Scrub person, anesthesia professional, and surgeon: Report issues or state no issues

3. ( PATIENT RECOVERY

· Circulating RN: Any concerns for the patient’s recovery?
· Anesthesia professional and surgeon: Share concerns for patient recovery or state no concerns
